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1.  CLASS ATTENDANCE  

a. It is essential that your child attend whenever school is in session. Regular attendance allows a student to 
fulfill his or her potential, and to feel part of the school community. Excessive absences or lateness do not 
allow a child to learn effectively. Without consistent attendance children will fall behind in their studies, and 
not develop a positive attitude towards the school and the program. 

b. A note or personal phone call to the Principal is necessary prior to or after any absence. Students will be 
expected to make up any work missed. 

  
c. After 3 absences per semester, make up work will be assigned, unless there are extenuating circumstances. 

If a child falls behind because of absence, it may be necessary to have your child tutored at your expense.  
Excessive absence may result in non-promotion. 

d. Please know and “guard” the days that your child attends Hebrew School and participates in Shabbat services.  
Make every effort to make all medical appointments, athletic activities, music lessons, etc., on days OTHER 
THAN HEBREW SCHOOL AND SERVICES DAYS.  

e. ZAYIN students are expected to finish the school year after their Bar or Bat Mitzvah and graduate with the entire 
class. 

 
.  
2.  TIME OF ARRIVAL  

 
Sunday  classes begin promptly at 9:30 a.m.  for all students and end at 11:30 a.m.   
Tuesday  classes begin promptly at 4:15 p.m.  and end at 6:15 p.m. 

  
 
On Tuesdays , students will be allowed in the building at 4p.m. There will be a light snack available in a classroom 

from 4:00p.m - 4:15p.m. On Sundays , students will be allowed in the building at 9:15 a.m. 
 
 Please make every effort to have your child arrive at school a few minutes before class starts. Review of previous 
work and the theme of the day’s lesson are accomplished in the first few minutes of class.  Late arrivals hinder the 
educational process for everyone; the latecomer, and, since class is disrupted, the other students.  
    

3.  PICK UP  
PARKING IN THE POST OFFICE LOT NEXT TO THE TEMPLE I S NOT ALLOWED AT ANY TIME.  
Our main concern is the safety of our children;  
Do not “cut the line” or do 3-point turns to exit t he parking lot once you have your child.    
Please be considerate of our children and other drivers at all times.  
Be prompt in picking up your child. Parents who are  late cause unnecessary anxiety in their children.  
A note or a phone call is required if a child is being picked up early. Do not walk into the classroom on your own.  
Please see the principal who will release your child to you. The student has to be signed out in the Principals office, 
and the child will be brought to the office. Students being picked up early are responsible for all missed class work 
and all homework assigned to the class. In case of an emergency situation, please call the school.  We will have your 
child waiting for you. 
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4.  BOOKS AND MATERIALS  

a. Children must bring their books, notebooks, and pencils to every class session. Please provide a book bag for 
these materials, and insure that your child has the bag before leaving home. 

b. Children are responsible for all books given to them during the year. All books must be covered.  

c. Your child will get important notices throughout the year. Please make it a habit to check your child’s book 
bag after each session as to whether or not they re ceived any flyers/notes. They will forget to give you 
notices, so please check regularly. We will email notices to you if possible. 

 
5.  HOMEWORK 
 
Teachers will give homework on a regular basis. The  homework will be emailed home to you after school 
each day.  The School Committee has decided to implement standards in the homework schedule. 
 
Ongoing Hebrew Review:   
Students in grades Aleph and Bet should review their letter of the week twice at home before the next class. 
Students in grades Gimmel through Zayin are expected to study their Hebrew for 10 minutes each night.  
 
IN ADDITION, homework in Hebrew and Jewish studies will be assigned according to the following guidelines:  
Sunday through Tuesday: reading work only.  
Tuesday through Sunday: written (text book, work sh eet, research) and / or reading. 
 
Students will be writing down all homework assignments on sheets provided by the school. Students are required to 
complete the assignments on time. Take the time to check if your child has done his o r her homework; your child 
will appreciate your interest.  Students are required to complete the assignments on time. When a school meets only 
twice a week, and multiple ways of accessing homewo rk information are available, there is no excuse fo r 
assignments not completed and not brought into clas s.  In case of absence check your e-mail or the School Page on 
the TBS website for the class homework. For extended periods of absence contact Sheila Toffell in the school office. 
 
6.  REPORT CARDS AND PARENT CONFERENCES 
 

Report cards are issued two times a year (January and June). The principal and the faculty are interested in your 
child’s progress and are always willing to speak to parents. At the beginning of January you will have the opportunity 
to sign up for a parent – teacher conference. At any time during the year, you are welcome to make an appointment 
to speak to the teacher or principal. Please call ahead to schedule. 

 

7.  BEHAVIOR AND ATTITUDE   

a. Children are expected to show respect to the principal, teachers, and their fellow students. Disrespect of ANY 
KIND will NOT be tolerated. 

b. If a child repeatedly misbehaves in class, is disrespectful, or refuses to do work assigned: 
                              
                             1. The parents will be contacted by the teacher 

      2. A Parent-Principal /Teacher conference will be held. 

      3. If this poor behavior continues, he/she will be placed on probation. 

                              4.  If such behavior persists, he/she will be removed from the school and private                                                                           
,                                   tutoring at the parent's expense will be assigned for the remainder of the school year. 

c. Children who have fallen behind the rest of the class by the end of the school year will be expected to be tutored 
over the summer (at the parent's expense) to be promoted to the next grade. 
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8. ELECTRONIC DEVICES 

All electronic devices (cell phones, I-pods, etc.) brought to Hebrew school must be turned off prior to entering the 
Temple.  In addition, all such devices must be placed in a designated box in your child's classroom upon entering their 
class.  These devices will be returned at the end of the school day.  If a student is found to be using one of these 
devices during school despite being asked to turn it in, it will be confiscated and kept in the Principal’s office. A parent 
will be required to retrieve the device at pick up from the Principal’s office.  This policy has become necessary 
because of the increased presence of such devices i n the school, not only distracting the preoccupied 
student, but his/her neighbors and the entire class .   

 
 
9.  RESPECT FOR TEMPLE PROPERTY  

a. Children are NOT permitted to roam the Social Hall, kitchen, and other Temple areas during  
school hours. 

b. Defacing desks, walls, floors, bulletin boards, and bathrooms will not be tolerated. 

c. Under NO CIRCUMSTANCES are children permitted to enter the Temple’s main office, Principal's office, or the 
Rabbi's study without permission. 

d. No food of any kind may be eaten during class time without a teacher’s permission.  GUM is not permitted in 
the school. 

e. For reasons of Kashrut no food from home can be brought into school. 

f. Children may not use the Temple's telephone WITHOUT PERMISSION. The phone is to be used for 
EMERGENCY CALLS only. Cell phones are to be turned off during school, or they will be confiscated. 

 
10.  ATTENDANCE AT SERVICES  
 

Shabbat services begin promptly at 7:30 p.m. on Fri days unless there is a Bar or Bat Mitzvah in which case 
services will begin at 8:00p.m. and at 9:30 a.m. on  Saturdays. 

 
As we are committed to giving your child the best education possible in our two-day-per-week schedule,  
we ask you to reinforce our school’s efforts by int roducing Jewish objects and practices into your hom e and to 
accompany your children to Shabbat and holiday serv ices regularly.  Our expectation is that one or both parents 
accompany the students to services. It sends out the right message that services are important. Hebrew songs and 

prayers taught in class come mostly from synagogue services and are best absorbed in the environment of a 
live religious service. It also provides the family with a rich spiritual experience to be enjoyed together. 
Attendance at services also insures the proper progress of your child in his/her Bar/Bat 

Mitzvah preparation. It will also help your child to become comfortable in a service 
setting, which will greatly increase his or her confidence in leading a service. 

 
To this end, our Hebrew School has set minimum attendance requirements, which are as follows:

Each class will be assigned dates to attend Shabbat  services.  Please consider these dates “holy.”   Each 
student will be asked to lead one or more prayers they have learned alone or with a classmate. 
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Any student who does NOT attend the required number of FRIDAY night and SATURDAY morning services will be 
denied promotion to the next grade and will NOT be allowed to participate in the graduation exercises. Service attendance 
can be made up over the summer, to be completed by the beginning of the next school year, so that a child can be 
promoted. Grades Gimmel through Vav will not be able to receive any certificate or award of any kind unless they attend 
the minimum number of required services. 
 
Synagogue Dress Code.  We request that students attending services are dressed in an appropriate way: no jeans, 
sweat pants, shorts, T-Shirts or flip-flops. For girls, no spaghetti strap tank tops, midriff baring tops or micro skirts. When in 
doubt think “Business casual”. 

 
 
11.  PAYMENT OF TUITION FEES 
 

All fees are due in full by the end of August. We cannot accept your child in Hebrew School until this payment is 
completed or until special arrangements have been made with the Temple office. In addition we cannot accept your 
child into Hebrew School unless all required forms, such as emergency contact and health forms are completed and 
returned to the school.
